Only very few points were raised, e.g. to add WG13 projects to Table 2; 
to reflect the transition of many publication and commercial printers 
into packaging printing (see details in anther TF 3 circulation) 
 

2. Should we publish this as a TR? 

Two voices:  
Most said “Yes”,  thinking it is useful for TC130,  other  TCs and  
probably the market; 
Few said “No”, thinking it is only a summary and may have no users

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Where Do We Go from Here? 

ISO TC130 has come a long way in standards development and published 
87 standards so far. But the print industry is moving fast with new 
technologies, it is in need of more standards. Unfortunately , there is no 
document publicly available to outline the essence of TC130’s technical 
work, nor overview information on classification of standards. 

 

This framework proposal is intended to fill in this gap and more importantly, 
to promote effective use of the standards. The proposal provided answers 
to the following questions: 

 

• What technical issues do the ISO TC130 standards deal with? 

• What goals are ISO TC130 standards development going to achieve? 

• What output can ISO TC130 standards development provide? 

• Who are the target users of ISO TC130 standards? 

• Who are responsible for ISO TC130 standards development?
